in disclosing much valuable and signi. 

ficant information of national import- 
ance, 

Recently it has been the good fort- 
une of this column to disclose highly 

significant information about the role 

which Canada is playing in cementing 

| the relationships between the British 
Empire and the United States, and a 

number of other facts. Now it has 

been discovered that England is arm- 

ing at a much faster rate than all of- 

ficial reports want the public to be- 

lieve, and a survey of the individuals 

who were close to the situation in the 
Old Country during the Coronation 
ceremonies and the Imperial Confer- 

ence corroborates a number of inform- 

al but reliable opinions in the Capital. 

It appears that the British Govern- 

ment is proceeding very rapidly with 

the initial plans to spend more than 

$7,500,000,000 for a powerful land, sea 
and air force, and all the work per- 

taining to these efforts are advancing 
at & pace never seen or heard of in 

the history of the British Isles. ‘Then 
again, the rest of the Empire is really 

co-operating much more than official 
reports seem to indicate, and which 

may be explained for diplomatic rea- 
sons. 

All contracts issued by the Admir- 

alty demand early delivery and com- 

mittees of the Ministry for the Co-or- 

dination of Defense are continually 

urging that every possible effort be 

made to speed up all plans. It is

Experiments conducted by the Field 
Husbandry Division of the Experi- 

mental Farm, Ottawa, prove that 
shallow cultivation after a clean hoe 
crop is better than ploughing. The 

reasons given are that when the sur- 

face has been kept clean during the 

season, weed seeds in the top two or 
three inches have germinated and 

been pretty well destroyed. Below 

thia there may be many weed seeds 

that have not germinated, but still 

retain vitality to do so if brought to 

-lthe surface. Ploughing in this case 

would turn under soil that is free 

from weeds and bring to the surface, 

soil infested with weeds. Cultivating 

the surface in preparation for the 

spring seed-bed should not molest 

the weed seeds that are lying dormant 

and the chances are that the crop 

would be reasonably clean. On the 

other hand, surface soil that is infest- 

ed_with weeds may be turned under 

where they will not bother for a year 

or two, It is claimed that shallow till- 

age is mong effective than deep till- 

age in the trol of annual and bien- 

nial weeds, and is also effective in the 

control of perennials such as couch 

grass and sow thistle. 

After harvest cultivation destroys 

a good many of the annual weed seeds 

which have ripened ahead of the 

grain. Allowing the perennial weeds 

to grow until the weather is hot and 

the roots have - weakened, then 

ploughing and allowing the furrow to 

dry out before starting cultivation is 

quite effective in controlling both 

couch grass and sow thistle. Both 

these weeds infesting a sod field may 

be'pretty well cleaned out by plough- 

ing soon ‘after a hay crop is taken 

off and leaving the furrow to dry out 

before it is worked. This land may 

then be thoroughly cultivated during 

the late summer and sown to wheat 

or left over for a spring crop. A more 

vigorous attack on weeds would tend 

to larger and more economical yields 

of grain.

Now two important reports are 

holding the attention of official Ot- 

tawa, and they are the Economic 

Survey of the Colonial Empire, which 
is an issue from the British Govern- 

ment, and the surprising statement of 
the Board of the American Federation 

of ‘Labour, 

The object of the Economic Survey 
of the British Empire is to facilitate 

the solution of many problems-involv- 

ed in the expansion of world trade by 

any member of the Empire, and the 
disclosures therein, including import- 

ant figures, are being studied with 

care by the Canadian officials with a 
view to judge the Hkely effects of 

some changes in Canada’s policies ir 

the near future, and it may be ment- 
ioned here that there are many rum- 

ours along Parliament Hill on this 

subject. It is shown in this report that 
the Colonial Empire. with a popula- 

tion of more than 59,000,000. people, 
has an annual import trade valued at 
$19 per head and a total value in ex- 

ports of approximately $1,194,710,000. 
It offers great trade possibilities not 

only between various sections of the 

Commonwealth, which already enjoy 

a number of special preferential 
riehts and privileges, but also for 

‘world commerce since it is no secret 

now that the future trade policies of 

Great Britain will include an historical 

change whereby the Motherland will 

be receptive to any plans which open 

up these large colonial markets for 

trade ‘purposes in order to satisfy a 

world hunger for raw materials and 
to create a better balance of trade. 
This means that in time there will 

be an important economic change, and 

the Motherland will no longer take 

39.2 per cent of her imports from the 

-| colonies, nor ship more than 49 per 

cent of her exports to these markets. 

Canada will then enter the scene by 

making @ serious and determined ef- 

fort to extend her present position 
in these parts of the Commonwealth 

and this will be accomplished by the 

Dominion without relaxing to the 

slightest degree in the efforts of this 
country to export more and more Can- 

adian products to every possible area 

around the globe. This, of course, is 

in strict conformity with the momen- 

tous decisions of the recently held Im- 

perial gathering in London, where 

certain ideas and policies were decided 

upon by the official delegates, and al- 

though these were kept secret yet all 

the exclusive disclosures of this col- 

umn in certain matters appear ob- 

vious now.

, water and a red school was built just 
north of the present building. It faced 
the east and had one entrance with a 
‘window at each side. The north and 
south sides each had three windows. 
The desk first used was so high that 
the teacher’s head could scarcely be 
seen when standing behind it. Later 
this desk was replaced by a table with 
one Grqwer. For seats there were the 
wooden benches used in the log school 
and new double seats. The wooden 
benches were known as the Dunce’s 
Bench and were in frequent use. A 

common iron box stove was the means 
of heating. There was a heavy tin 
placed around the stove to help 
spread the heat. Each person sending 
one or more children to school fur- 
nished the school with one-half cord 
of wood. two feet in length, or paid 
the sum of fifty cents. Parties not 

sending any children were exempted 
from furnishing wood unless the one- 
half cord per child was not sufficient. 
This system was later abolished and 

records show that in 1864 wood was 
supplied by William Blakely at 5c. 
per cord. — 

In 1883 the red school was moved 
further south and put on a stone wall. 
The reason for moving the school was 

that it stood on the road allowance.

REEDERS MUST USE 

PUREBRED STALLIONS 

In order to improve horse breeding 
in the Province of Ontario; the Ont- 

by the Ontario Legislature on August. 
ist, 1922, provided for the use of 
purebred stallions only, in the Pro- 
vince after the season of 1918. 
To further indicate the relative me- 

rit of stallions being offered for pub- 
lic service, each stallion must be in- 
spected at least once every three 

years and passed by the Stallion En- 
roliment Board. The certificates issued 
following inspection are namely, 
Forms One, Two, Three and Four. On 
the first two classes, the Ontario and 
Dominion Governments co-operate in 

paying premiums to the number of 
foals left to the service of these stal- 

lions. 
These premiums encourage stallion 

owners to purchase and maintain for 

public use horses of high quality. 

Mare owners should take advantage 

‘of this inspection and enrolment by 
making sure the stallions used for ser- 

vice carry a high certificate. as it is 

only by the use of the best sires that 

horse owners can hope to improve the 
general standard of horses in Ontario.

THREE KILLED 

BY LIGHTNING 

Some relief from a heat wave that. 
scorched most of Canada appeared 

in sight Tuesday as seven deaths were 
recorded as the indirect relief of high 

temperatures that veached more than 

100 degrees in places. Showers and 

cooling winds in some districts were 

rman. s 

A hot sun that sent temperatures 

at Regina and Moose Jaw, Sask., up 

to 110 Monday and at Weyburn to 

114 Monday contributed to four 

drownings. Lightning storms played 

over Western Ontario and killed 

three persons. An explosion and a 

diving accident brougnt the day’s 
death toll to nine. 

Electrical disturbances tn Western 
Ontario brought death to Nicholas 
J. Krotz and Wesley Perkins killed at 
Palmerston when lightning struck 4 
barn where they were éoing repair 
work. At Elmira, Donald Bowman, 14, 
sought shelter from the storm under 
a tree with five other boys. He was 
killed when lightning strucx the tree. 
The others eacaped with burns. 
In the same district torrential rains

Cucumber Beetles Are Fast Workers 

Cucumbers, melons, squash, pump- 

kins, and watermelons are the favou- 

rite food of the striped cucumber 
beetle which is found im all provinces 
of Canada. To some extent, these 
beetles also feed on beans, peas; corn, 
and the blossoms of wild and cultivat- 
ed plants. In appearance, the beetles 

are about one quarter of ag inch long, 
yellow in colour, with a black head 

and three long stripes down their 
back, and they make their attack 

shortly after the plants appear 

through the soil. They feed for prefer- 

ence on the under surfaces of the 

unfolding leaves, completely de- 

stroying them. As a result, the tiny 

plants die quickly. 

Growers with large patches wo 

be well advised to watch the plants | 
closely for the first appearance of | 

the cucumber beetle and take control 
measures at once. The plants should

Behind The Headlines 

OTTAWA 
By Dean Wilson 

Ottawa is busy, and there are many 

reasons for it, although these causes 

of unusual activity in the Capital or- 

t Ysea, long time since expert ob- 

servers of the doings of the national 
scene have witnessed ‘such busy days 

amongst the officials and others along 

Parliament Hill, and every move 

seems guatfied with the deepest of se- 

; One reason for this abnormal con- 
dition at this time of the year seems 

to be preparation for the next session 

of the House of Commons when it is 

said a new Defence Bill will be offered 

by the Dominion Government, and 

which will be one of the most import- 

ant pieces of legislation ever present- 

ed in the Canadian Parliament since 

the dark days of the Great War. 
Every reliable source of information 

has been exhausted in order to get 

the report that the Government plans 
to carry out an ambitious scheme for 

a@ proper defence policy, even if it 

means a union of politicians who have 

not seen face to face on other ques- 

tions of state. 

It is said that the new Defence Bill 

will ask for an increase in Canada's 

naval, military and aerial strength, 

and the whole scheme will be in ac- 

cord with the gigantic plans of the 

British Government, although it is un- 

derstood that this move will be made 
in a manner that will not forget the 

fact that there is a marked lack of 

war-like spirits amongst many Canad- 

jans which is in strong contrast to the 

feelings of the people in 1911. Another 

point that is occupying the attention 

of the Government is that Canadian 

manufacturers and industrialists have 

shown a reluctant spirit to engage 

their financial resources in invest- 

ments for armaments or plants which 

will be worthless if the war-scare 

should die a natural death. Then a- 

gain, the Hon, Ian Mackenzie, Minis- 

ter of National Defence, has come a- 

cross many obstacles in trying to 
purchase equipment or otherwise 

spend the $34,000,000 which Parlia- 
ment had authorized during the last 

session. 

It has been discovered that the 

mere purchase of equipment is not a 

good investment, and the Government 

must organize a better force of skilled 
men to handle war equipment. There- 

fore, there will be a change of the in- 
itial plans and the new scheme will 

entail the complete reorganization of 

the Canadian militia and its accessory 

forces in order to benefit from the 
costly: lessons gained by military ex- 
perts in the war { n Ethiopia and 
Spain, where it was seen that any 

modern and expensive equipment may 

be worthless unless it is taken care of 
by & military nucleus in the shape of 
a permanent force of highly skilled 

men, whose ranks know what to do 
under actual fire, who have received 
many months of intensive training in 

defence tactics and front-line hygiene. 

Ottawa realizes that money spent 
on weapons and materials is wasted if 
no proper provision is made for a per- 

manent force, and this seéms to be 
the next move on the part of the Fed- 

eral Government. It is safe to state 

that the next Defence Bill will provide 

for a much larger expenditure than 

the one passed during the last ses- 

i sion, which was for $34,000,000, and 

it is said that some startling changes.

Three of 19 persons who died in 

accidents in Ontario during the week- 

end died of heart attacks while in the 
water.
